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GOOD FRIDAY: THE LITURGY OF THE PASSION

In Good Friday's liturgy of the word and veneration of the cross there is great solemnity; a
pondering of the "mystery of our faith," the passion, death and resurrection of our Lord Jasus
Christ. Fasting and praying during these days, the Catechumens and the baptized assemble on
Good Friday in the afternoon ar evening for a time of prayer together. This begins a time of
silence.

Because the Good Friday service is a continuation of the Holy Thursday liturgy, thereis no
entrance rite, The service begins with the presider prostrating himself in a profound gesture of
prayer. The assembly kneels. :
